Medicash celebrates 135th Anniversary with £25,000 donation to MSDP

On 28 September 2006 a special event in Liverpool marked Medicash’s 135th anniversary.   Hosted by TV presenter Fiona Bruce, the gala evening was organised to mark the milestone and to recognise the important role Medicash has played in the support of health care provision in Liverpool and beyond.

Nearly 400 guests were at the Crowne Plaza Hotel.  The event saw the largest charitable donation in the history of Medicash, divided between 19 charities from across the UK.  In total Medicash gave away £270,000 – with more than £200,000 going to a variety of good causes based in Liverpool.

Medicash Chief Executive Bill Gaywood presented the awards to representatives of the various charities, including 8 Merseyside based organisations, which each received a cheque for  £25,000.  Merseyside Society for Deaf People was one of the charities to be recognised for their outstanding work, and John Brennan, the chief executive, received the cheque on behalf of the MSDP.
