Albert Wright’s daughter Beverley passed away early this year with cancer. Shelagh Whiteside (behind Albert in the middle) wanted to do something in Beverley’s memory. She decided to give up smoking and in consultation with Beverley’s partner, Lyn Evans, people at Merseyside Centre for Deaf People were asked to sponsor her and £210 was raised. Albert Wright made up the amount to £250. (A condition was added that if Shelagh started smoking again she would have to match that amount!)

The Lily Centre is named after Lily Halligan, who at 85 is the oldest member. For seven years she suffered the symptoms of breast cancer without telling anyone. Thankfully after treatment she is now fit and well and inspires all women to seek attention as soon as they think there is a problem.
