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CACDP LEVEL 3 NVQ IN BRITISH SIGN LANGUAGE

Qualification Aim

Successful completion of this qualification can be used as evidence of the language skills needed in order to operate independently and at an advanced level in the target language, and is useful for those who work with Deaf People eg. Social Workers, Teachers for the Deaf, Voluntary workers, communicators and others).

The candidate must be able to demonstrate competence at Level 3 of the National Language Standards. This means that s/he will be able to understand and express information, ideas and opinions about a variety of subjects, and deal with a range of work tasks.

To be awarded Level 3 NVQ in BSL you must achieve both the Receptive (L3) and Productive (S3) Units.

L3 
Listen to (understand) varied language in a range of work contexts (receptive)


By the end of the unit the candidate will have demonstrated their ability to understand information, ideas and opinions in a range of work related and relevant social contexts. The candidate should be able to show understanding of a variety of expressions and sentence structures, a number of grammatical features, and an appropriate amount/range of vocabulary.

S3
Speak (sign) using varied language in a range of work contexts (productive)


By the end of the unit the candidate will have demonstrated their ability to provide information and share ideas and opinions expressed in a range of work related and relevant social contexts. The candidate should be able to use BSL clearly and fluently, finding alternative, correct ways of expressing information when the other person does not understand. S/he should be able to use a variety of expressions and sentence structures, a number of grammatical features and an appropriate range of vocabulary.

Evidence Requirements

You will be required to build up a portfolio of evidence. The best form of evidence is generated in the workplace. However, for a variety of reasons it may prove impossible to gather all of the evidence in this way, and so classroom assessments are acceptable.

Total Evidence: 

· At least 10 minutes of BSL Receptive skills (L3)

· At least 10 minutes of BSL Productive skills (S3)

· At least 5 samples of evidence

· At least 2 receptive samples must be recorded on video/dvd

· At least 2 productive samples must be recorded on video/dvd

· At least 1 piece of evidence must be a live observation by the Assessor
